Theoretical Framework 

Research in educational psychology of learning supports 

collaboration, which enhances positive identity, positive 

learning environment and social interaction, especially for 

the ESOL group. Examples: 

– Stresses need for 

 acceptance(ESOL group) 

Varied 

traits develop early in life and become life long traits for ESL learners. 

Collaboration creates opportunities and environment for effective  

  adjustment to enhance learning. 

Affective 

factors; need to reduce anxiety  

 



Rationale:
